As a non-profit, charitable
organization, Triple P.L.A.Y. relies on
donations and grants for funds.
Triple P.L.A.Y. supports over 660
local children annually with
registration, equipment, and special
initiatives. The average cost to
support one child in an activity is
$220.

Given the current economic situation
the need for Triple PL.A.Y. has
increased substantially. In
September 2009 over 35% of our
applicants were new. The situation
also makes it harder to find
donations and grants.

e Triple P.L.A.Y. supports one activity at a time.
This means the children we support can only participate in one
activity at a given time.
e Triple P.L.A.Y. collects required personal and financial
information from families/ guardians at the time of the
application. This information will be verified through reference

¢ The maximum amount families are currently eligible for is
$300 per child per year based on our tier system.

e Triple P.L.A.Y. assists with registration costs only at this
time. If equipment is a barrier to participation, families in need
can use/borrow equipment from our equipment lending program.

e We check attendance. If participants are not attending the
activity regularly they are flagged and lose priority. This will
jeopardize their future eligibility.

¢ Guardians of Children in Care are able to access enhanced
agency funds to pay for activities.

e Triple P.L.A.Y. funds local activities. We cannot help
financially with out of fown tournaments or Travel Club Trips.
